Once arriving home, the caller can rest assured that they are safe, and their vehicle is 
out of harm's way.  Service is free of charge and gratuities are accepted.   
 
Service is available throughout the entire month of December from 8pm to 2am. Reservations are strongly 
recommended.  In addition to regular service, Scooter Patrol will be providing transportation at various 
corporate parties and holiday events.
